SINGAPORE - ICAO NEXT GENERATION OF AVIATION
PROFESSIONALS (NGAP) SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMME

Singapore and ICAQO established the Next Generation of Aviation Professionals (NGAP) Scholarship
Programme in 2024. Sponsored by the Singapore Government and administered by the ICAO, the
programme is targeted at young aviation professionals aged 35 and below who are either holding middle
management positions or who are identified to take on management positions. A total of 30 Scholarships
will be made available. Scholars will complete a 6-week programme in Singapore within 3 years upon
accepting the Scholarship:

a. One-week Aviation Foundation Programme offered by the School of Aviation Management at the
Singapore Aviation Academy (SAA);

b. One-week elective course from either the School of Aviation Management, School of Aviation
Safety and Security or School of Air Traffic Services at SAA;

c. 4-week attachment at CAAS and / or with an aviation company in Singapore;

d. 6 mentoring sessions with an SAA Senior Fellow; and

e. From April 2024 to March 2025, 10 Scholarships will be available. States should nominate only
one applicant per year due to limited Scholarships available.

The deadline for applications for this year will be 4 October 2024.
Scholarships

Each Scholarship covers course fees at SAA, hotel accommodation, daily allowance and two return trips to
Singapore on economy class.

Who should apply

The Scholarship is open to government officials from States in all regions working in a civil aviation
function who are:

Must be 35 years and below;

Have at least 5 years of working experience in civil aviation (exceptions may be considered);
Hold a middle management position or identified to take on management positions;

Diploma or Degree or its equivalent; and

Must be proficient in English

Essay of 600 words in English highlighting your motivations for joining the programme, what you
hope to achieve from this programme and how would your experience contribute to the development
of international civil aviation in your State and beyond.

Shortlisted applicants will be required to undergo an interview by a panel comprising members of Civil
Aviation Authority of Singapore management. Successful applicants will receive an Award Letter via
email. Participants will need to confirm acceptance of the award via email.

How do | complete the Scholarship?
Scholars must complete the programme within 3 years upon accepting the Scholarship.

Upon acceptance of the Scholarship, Scholars would need to coordinate with SAA on the application of
courses, attachment in Singapore and mentoring sessions with SAA Senior Fellows. The application
deadline for each course is 12 weeks before the course start date.
